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What is the GSA Disaster Purchasing Program?
GSA plays a critical role in providing disaster related products and services to Federal agencies. Now state and local Governments can also benefit from the speed and savings of the GSA Federal Supply Schedules. Section 833 of the John Warner National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2007(Public Law 109-364) and the Federal Supply Schedules Usage Act of 2010 amends 40 U.S.C. 502 to authorize the GSA to provide state and local governments access to ALL Federal Supply Schedules to facilitate recovery from major disasters declared by the president under the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act; to facilitate disaster preparedness or response or to facilitate recovery from terrorism, or nuclear, biological, chemical, or radiological attack.
Program Features:
· Voluntary Use
· Participation in the Disaster Purchasing Program is voluntary for both state and local governments and the vendor community.  
· Competition
· GSA recommends that the purchasing officials at state or local entity follow the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 8.4 (http://acquisition.gov/far/current/html/Subpart%208_4.html#wp1089480), but these ordering procedures are not mandated by GSA.  
· When purchasing off Schedules, the state or local government entity should follow the ordering and competitive procedures that meet their state or local procurement regulations.  
· If a state or local entity wishes to receive reimbursement from FEMA public assistance grants, they need to ensure that they are following FEMA public assistance program preferences and procedures. · Mandatory Order Language
· Orders placed by state and local entities, under the Disaster Purchasing program must include the following statement:
This order is placed under GSA Schedule number __________________ under the authority of the GSA Disaster Purchasing program.  The products and services purchased will be used in preparation or response to disasters or recovery from major disasters declared by the President, or recovery from terrorism or nuclear, biological, chemical, or radiological attack.  
State and local E-tool access:

GSA e-Library is a search tool that can link you to vendors (large and small) across the country that are willing to supply products and services to state and local governments, in support of disasters.  
GSA Advantage!® (www.gsa.gov/gsaadvantage)
State and local governments may use GSA Advantage!® as a market research tool to locate products, services, and Schedule contractors, as well as a purchasing tool.  State and local contracting officials must register as a state and local authorized user and will then be able to shop, compare pricing, and purchase with their purchase card directly from eligible vendors on GSA Advantage!®.
GSA e-Buy (www.gsa.gov/ebuy)
GSA’s online request for quote system, is open to S&L governments for use under the Disaster Purchasing Program.  State and local governments may prepare and post RFQ/RFP's for products and services offered through this program.  In order to use e-Buy, you must register via GSA Advantage as a State Government customer.
