Ironing board performance

The ironing board shall be rigid, stable, free of wobble, and capable of supporting a 50 lb (22.7 kg) weight placed in the center of the board within a bearing area of not more than 64 in2 (412.9 cm2) for three minutes. The ironing board shall be capable of supporting the specified weight without a permanent deflection in the top surface and shall maintain all height positions.

Ironing board pad

The ironing board pad shall fit the ironing board depicted in the figure, covering the entire ironing surface of the ironing board.

The pad shall be cut in one piece, although a separate nosepiece, wide enough to securely hold the end of the pad to the end of the ironing board, shall be sewn to the tapered end of the pad.

2.1 Bleaching:  To obtain an acceptable brightness, a chemical  bleaching process may be used.  When  specified, the bleaching process shall not include the use of chlorine, chlorine dioxide, or hypochlorite.  Certification of compliance shall be made available upon request by the Government.
