	[bookmark: _GoBack]The Integrated Workplace Acquisition Center (IWAC) has identified several key revisions to the packaged furniture program under Schedule 71 that are necessary in order to improve the overall effectiveness of the program.  These revisions have been identified through a collaborative working group made up of a diverse panel of Schedule 71 vendors and customer agencies.  The working group has determined the 4 SINs that currently make up the packaged healthcare program should be consolidated into a single SIN and that a clear SIN description should be created for packaged healthcare, packaged office, packaged international and packaged dormitory and quarters furniture. 
Effective 4/1/2017,  the IWAC intends to make the following changes to the Schedule 71 solicitation:
