PLEASE NOTE:  Tribes and Tribal Organizations need to comply with their applicable procurement policies and procedures when placing orders through GSA purchasing programs.

It also provides definitive guidelines concerning eligibility requirements.  Tribes and Tribal Organizations are eligible as follows:
[bookmark: _Ref384378784]GSA Order ADM 4800.2H, Paragraph 7.d.(4) Non-Federal firefighting organizations cooperating with the U.S. Department of Agriculture, Forest Service.  Pursuant to 40 U.S.C. § 501 and 16 U.S.C. § 580a, it has been determined that certain non-Federal firefighting organizations may purchase wildfire suppression equipment and supplies from the Federal Acquisition Service (FAS). This determination is reflected in an interagency agreement between GSA and the USDA, Forest Service. (FAS No. FM-IA-06-002, December 27, 2006).
[bookmark: _Ref384378806][bookmark: _Ref384908281]GSA Program(s):  State and local organizations wishing to purchase wildland fire supplies must first enter into a cooperative agreement, thereby obtaining "sponsorship," from their state.  It is the decision of the State Forester and ultimately the Forest Service to grant sponsorship to a requesting organization.  The cooperative agreement must be approved prior to assignment of an Activity Address Code (AAC).  The first step in obtaining such an agreement is to contact the state's Federal Excess Personal Property (FEPP), see Appendix 1 – Contact Information “National Wildland Fire Program”.
[bookmark: _Ref384378816]National Wildland Fire Program:  GSA Global Supply currently provides wildland fire products to state and local agencies that have cooperative agreements with USDA’s Forest Service.  GSA is currently in the process of transferring the Wildland Fire Program to the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA).  Effective May 1, 2014 the DLA is assuming program management responsibilities for the specialized wildland firefighting equipment previously provided by GSA. L. 103-413 (the Indian Self Determination Act Amendments of 1994), a tribal organization, when carrying out a contract, grant or cooperative agreement under ISDEAA, is deemed an executive agency for purposes of 40 U.S.C. § 501. (See 25 U.S.C. § 450j(k)). Additionally, if the self-determination contract contains a provision authorizing interagency motor pool vehicles and related services, as provided in Section 103 of the Indian Self-Determination Act Amendments of 1994, the tribe or tribal organization is eligible to use GSA Fleet motor vehicles and related services, if available (See 25 U.S.C. § 4501.) Authorization to use GSA sources of supply under the authority cited in this paragraph does not include purchases for resale unless the contract, grant, cooperative agreement, or funding agreement authorizes such activity. Information on the authority for resale must be provided to GSA, and based on that information, GSA must concur.

· When issuing a Request for Quote (RFQ) you can select “Check if you are seeking sources or information only.”  In the “Description” indicate “…searching for Indian-owned businesses, please respond if you are Indian-owned with not less than 51 percent Indian ownership and have the capabilities to supply the product or perform the service desired.”  (This is an example only.)  Once responses are received, you can then determine if adequate sources are available and issue the RFQ to those sources.  When issuing the RFQ recommend including “Indian Preference” in the “Description”, as all GSA contractors under the category selected can view the RFQ.
