Bob Hendron, NREL Research Update

· They’re at Ft. Carson, installed submetering equipment at 1219, good support from Ft. Carson – Allen Davis, others very helpful.  Already getting data on end uses.  Test engineers programming to ensure numbers in right formats, etc. 
· **Two weeks from now – they’ll do a webinar on data, maybe all log into site.
· Discovered that it’s harder to decipher end uses on each circuit than thought.  Labels not accurate re: what’s connected to circuit – they flipped circuit breakers to establish, and clear on lighting circuits, harder with plugloads; figuring it out.  
· 9420: support for going forward; shutdown protocols for partially vacated buildings.  Common situation for military bases.  Occupants centered in one pod.
· Modeling moving along.  Jennifer Scheib with them looking at lighting systems and designs, and developing ideas for recommendations.

Kathleen Judd, PNNL Research Update

· Also at Ft. Carson, saw all 5 building types; informal conversations on perceptions of occupants. At 1219, did high level plug load inventory to help understand for interventions.  Had conversations with Ft. Carson staff on intervention ideas, etc., and they’ve been very helpful.  
· Survey: not enough responses yet – 29-30 out of ~200; sent out reminder; open since last Monday; some complaints about issues getting into it.  Reminded people in buildings while on site.  
· Scott – survey asked for user name and password, and so he hasn’t been able to open it.  
· **Need to fix that.  Will hold survey open longer as necessary.

· For next call (8/29), Bob will plan a webinar on the submetering system and data they are receiving from it.
· Kathleen will diagnose and resolve the problem with the survey that is preventing users from accessing it.
