NREL Update
· Shanti: Workshop with Mortenson and Leo A Daly (slides will be posted on Interact):
· Design build: new Army standard; becoming more contractor-driven
· The Army Corps-Omaha engineer who designed COFs and TEMFs there
· Discussed design of the buildings in question, including envelopes and daylighting.
· Example of problem resolved with a best practice: in TEMFs, occupants used to open doors just to get the heat to go on, so they designed the new ones with radiant heat in the floor.
· Envelopes pre-cast – concrete sandwich panels, good results with air barriers.  Can’t reopen them once they’re built.  Easier to construct though need to design carefully for pieces to fit together. Manufacturing plant is in the region; gathering cost info.  
· The companies were disconnected from Army building users, so minimal design decisions based on occupant behavior.
· The companies are very interested in getting results of our research, so **we need to build that into our outreach plan.
· Army Corps reluctant to rotate buildings to improve solar orientation, so some design issues (e.g., overhangs on north facing windows).
· Army Corps has really learned how to meet air barrier requirements – Nick Alexander giving webinar on the topic.
· Wilderness Road LEED Gold buildings now represent 3 year old thinking.  The companies signed 2030 Challenge and now focusing on net zero.
· Bob: Metering update:
· Assessing meter data management system: 5 minute data, electrical and gas for all the buildings of interest. Contractor = Caliper.
· Crunching years of data for COFs and TEMFs – kBtu/sq ft./yr
· Modeling results vs. expectations
· Mary Z: can we meter other buildings to serve as controls?
· Shanti: we’ll have metered but not submetered data for other buildings, but we can compare different areas of the same building, i.e., those in intervention and those not.  Comparing COFs may be an option.
